• A prepared work (composition), the subject of which will be announced to the applicants at 
the latest two weeks before the interview 

• For the 30-minute-interview and discussion about your professional goals and ideas, please 
prepare a short presentation (10 minutes) of one of the works you have uploaded. If you 
are using any additional material for the interview (documents, scores, sketches), please 
make sure to bring it to the interview.
