Students who receive an insufficient overall grade of 3.5, are given the
opportunity to carry out a subsequent improvement of written
assignments defined by the module coordinator. The maximum overall
grade that can then be obtained is 4. This still counts as the first attempt.

Should a student fail the module, they have one more attempt.

They may either:

e Submit a new assignment (100%), defined by the Module Coordinator
and the Coach, for the next resit examination session.
e Repeat the full module next time it is offered.

e Onsite seminars at the start, middle and end of the module.
e Guided self-study, project work and coaching.

Seminars are mandatory.

The timely submission of the research questions is mandatory. Failure to
comply with this condition, can lead to exclusion from the Competency
Assessment and therefore to the failure of the module.
